Sales Volume Chart: Shows the changes in sales activities in the Nambour Area Sales Value Splits: October - December 2008 

A general shortage of listings appears to be causing sales numbers to continue on a downward trend and based on the monthly 
activity it appears likely that the number of sales in the forthcoming 12 months will not exceed 600 in the area surveyed.

Thanks to the Government First Home Owners Grant, typical “House A” is trading strongly however there appears to be no      
upward trend in price as the budgets of typical first home owners is limited to little above $300,000. 

There has been additional interest in houses in the upper bracket as typified by “House B”, and this appears to be a result of    
follow on from sales to first home buyers allowing the previous owners to trade up. However, to date there has been insufficient 
momentum and in the December to March quarter prices appear to have fallen by a further 5% making this a total of                
approximately 17.7% from the prices achieved at the top of the market cycle

“one man bands” can’t provide full service). We have seen 
agonizing cases where Sellers have sold way under value and 
lost thousands of dollars using these type of agencies.

When To Sell 

In general, the best time to sell depends on your personal 
circumstances. If you want to upgrade, now is a great time as the 
low end is trading strongly and the top end has come back by 
approximately 17% from the peak of the market. 

Long term owners can’t go wrong selling now as the 6 years of  
growth between 2002 and 2008 has at least doubled and in some 
cases even tripled the value of their homes. 

Unfortunately, selling a property purchased within the last two 
years will most probably mean a lower price than was paid. 
However, if buying again in the same market you will probably be 
OK.
